STATEMENT OF WORK:

Design, fabrication and installation of porcelain, enameled interpretive panel(s) 

1.0 BACKGROUND:
The U.S. Department of the Interior (DOI), Main Interior Building (MIB), is located at 1849 C Street, NW, Washington, D.C., within 2 blocks of the White House. The MIB was built over 70 years ago and is on the National Registry of Historic Places. The DOI, National Business Center (NBC) is seeking support to design, and produce exhibit-quality, Porcelain-Enameled Interpretive Panel(s), on the MIB, 2nd Wing East Rooftop Terrace. 
2.0 PLACE OF PERFORMANCE:
The contractor shall deliver and install the interpretive panel at the Government’s site at:

Main Interior Building

Washington, DC, 20240

2nd Wing East Rooftop Terrace

3.0 PROPOSED PERIOD OF PERFORAMANCE:

Ideally, the photography will be done in the spring, to obtain good views of the monuments along with some greening and blossoming of the trees.  Anticipated completion of the project is to be done July 1, 2009.  The Contractor shall submit a Deliverable schedule based on Section 5.0 below.
4.0 GENERAL REQUIREMENTS: 

4.1 Porcelain Enameled Interpretive Panel(s): The Contractor shall design, produce, and install a porcelain-enameled informative panel solution to identify significant landmarks viewable from the Rooftop Terrace. The contractor shall propose a solution using either one or two panels, subject to Government approval of the final design.  Porcelain panel enamel signage and graphics should carry a warranty against fading, discoloration or gloss reduction regardless of UV exposure for not less than 25 years.
4.2 Conceptual Design: Development of a conceptual design and layout must include, but is not limited to: 
4.2.1 Two (2) color, photographic panoramic skyline images (approx. 270 degree views), as viewed from the MIB Rooftop Terrace.  Images should render great detail in capturing the skyline views from one or two stationary vantage points.  Contractor-produced image must distinguish "Significant Landmarks" such as: Commercial, Federal, Historic and DOl National Park Service sites (i.e., Washington Monument, White House, Old Executive Office Building, D.A.R. Constitution Hall, Octagon House, Jefferson Memorial, The Smithsonian Castle, U.S. Capitol, Old Post Office Pavilion, U.S. Department of Commerce, WWII Memorial, National Airport, etc.).  Images should be able to be enlarged to produce detailed 3-5 foot prints suitable for the interpretive panel(s).  
4.2.2 Photographer must have a minimum of 20 years photography experience, and the knowledge, skills and equipment required to capture the skyline views in great detail and in a large format utilizing high dynamic range imaging technology. 

4.2.3 One (1) Location/Grid/Road Map to outline roads and identify Significant Landmarks, to include the MIB.

4.2.4 Incorporate a Title of Exhibit; Site-Key (e.g., numbering system linking a Significant Landmark to the Legend); Legend; and Text (Font: Times New Roman; contractor to recommend and specify font sizes in design).
4.2.5 Map and identify the Significant Landmarks on the Interpretive Panel and Location/Grid/Road Map; label with accurate titles (e.g., Washington Monument), and reference to the Legend by a Site-Key.
4.2.6 Incorporate DOI and NBC Logo's (DOI will provide after contract award).

4.2.7 Include a minimum of two (2) color background (separate colors for border and text).

4.2.8 Design to maximize the visible area of the Porcelain Enameled Interpretive Panel(s). 

4.2.9 Proposals must address and take into account obstacles such as, spring foliage, construction cranes and barriers. 
4.3 Mounting Frame: 

4.3.1 Design a custom fabricated frame with mounting bracket(s) to support the Porcelain Enameled Interpretive Panel(s) (outlined in section 3.1); 

4.3.2 Frame must withstand Wind Shear and Uplift conditions; 

4.3.3 Propose materials, finish and color options for the mounting frame (for example: construct from extruded aluminum with an anodized finish to match existing rooftop railing, polyurethane coated); 

4.3.4 Provide field measurement for accuracy; 

4.3.5 Frame design must comply with Architectural Barriers Act Standards for accessibility; 

4.3.6 Mounting frame must be installed to an existing Rooftop Terrace handrail (mounting technique must not damage the handrail and must be removable with minimal or no damage to existing conditions).   Frame and hardware should be of aluminum construction, or comparable to resist rust and weathering.
4.3.7 Mounting frame must provide recommended mounting angle for optimum viewing. 

4.4 License Usage Rights:

4.4.1 The Contractor shall provide additional rights to DOI/NBC to publish the images in web and print form for DOI’s marketing and publicity purposes, as well as to use the images in DOI publications, brochures, prints and posters. 
5.0 DELIVERABLES & DELIVERABLE SCHEDULE: 

The Contractor shall propose and adhere to a Deliverable Schedule for each of the Deliverables listed below.

5.1 Design Briefings: The Contractor shall conduct design briefings at no additional cost to DOI, NBC (approximately four). 
5.2 Design Submittals: Shall be submitted at 35%, 90% and 100% design levels for review and approval by the Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR) or Government Representative (GR). The final design and installation plan shall meet the General Requirements as outlined in section 3.0. 
5.2.1 35% Design & Installation Plan for DOI review: Submit to Contracting Officer (CO) and COR/GR for approval. The plan shall include: 
5.2.1.1 Detailed information regarding materials specified, type of materials, thickness, finish, specified colors (e.g., Pantone Color Guide) and product samples. 
5.2.1.2 Maintenance and Warranty Information. 
5.2.2 90% Design & Installation Plan for DOI review: Submit to CO & COR/GR for approval. 

5.2.3 100% Design &Installation Plan for DOI approval: Submit to CO & COR/GR for approval. 
5.3 Fabrication, Delivery, and Installation of Completed Panel
6.0 CONTRACT TYPE:

The Government anticipates a Firm-Fixed-Price contract type.
7.0 COORDINATE ALL WORK, INSPECTIONS AND APPROVALS:
All work will be coordinated, inspected and approved by the COR/GR. 
CONTRACTING OFFICER’S REPRESENTATIVE (COR) OR GOVERNMENT REPRESENTATIVE (GR):

(a)  The Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR) (orders above $100K) or Government Representative (GR) (orders below $100K) for this contract is:

(b)  The COR/GR will be responsible for technical monitoring of the contractor’s performance and deliveries.  The COR/GR and the Contractor’s Representative shall work together to ensure that all contractual requirements are being met.  The COR/GR will interpret specifications or technical portions of the work.  The COR/GR is not authorized to perform, formally or informally, any of the following actions:

(1) Promise, award, agree to award, or execute any contract, contract modification, or notice of intent that changes or may change this contract;

(2) Waive or agree to modification of the delivery schedule;

(3) Make any final decision on any contact matter subject to the Disputes Clause;

(4) Terminate, for any reason, the contractor’s right to proceed;

(5) Obligate in any way, the payment of money by the Government.  Only a warranted Contracting Officer (CO) is authorized to obligate funds on this or any other contract action.

(c)  The contractor shall immediately notify the CO in writing if the COR/GR has taken an action (or fails to take action) or issues directions (written or oral) that the contractor considers to exceed the above limitations.

(d)  The contractor shall provide the CO information copies of all correspondence to the COR/GR.
8.0 AGENCY CONDITIONS AND REQUIRMENTS: 

8.1 Safety: Contract personnel must comply with all applicable Occupational Safety and Health Administration general industry safety standards.   Contractor is responsible for insuring the safety of their employees, while on the roof.  A copy of the vendor’s safety plan should be submitted to the COR/GR prior to work start date. 
8.2 Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS): Contractor is responsible for maintaining MSDS on site and furnishing copies in advance to the COR/GR. 
8.3 Fire Prevention: Contract personnel shall observe requirements for handling and storage of combustible supplies and materials. Daily disposal of combustible waste and trash must be in accordance with the National Fire Protection Association Code (NFPA) and the National Board of Fire Underwriters. Contract personnel will also be familiar with the method of reporting a fire and making themselves familiar with the MIB occupant emergency plan. 
8.4 Burn Permits: The use of welding, torch cutting, soldering and burning equipment must be approved (in advance) by the DFMS, Building Manager or authorized representative. Applications can requested from the COR/GR prior to work beginning. 
8.5 Federal Management and Building Access Regulations: All Contract personnel entering the DOI Main Interior Building shall comply with all Federal Management Regulations (such as, 41 CFR 102-74) and other DOI policies and procedures that may be in effect during this agreement and be subject to such checks as deemed necessary to assure that no violation occur. The NBC, Security Office and Law Enforcement personnel have the right to deny entry to the Interior Complex or remove from the installation any contract employee for any conduct that endangers the health or safety of people or protection of property. For this project, Contractor access to the MIB roof is gained via the MIB South Penthouse. 
8.6 Smoking and Other Regulations: Contract employees shall comply with established DOI/MIB Smoking Policies and other building management regulations as communicated by DFMS. 
8.7 Staging of Equipment, Parking and Transportation of Freight: Other than staging equipment and supplies on the MIB roof, storage space and parking are not available. Contractor is responsible for their own parking. Contractor must use MIB freight elevators 24 or 25 to transport deliveries to and from Ramp-D and the roof. Passenger elevators must not be used for the transportation of carts, equipment and materials. 

8.8 Deliveries and Material Inspections: All incoming deliveries must report to Ramp-D between the hours of 7:30 a.m. to 5:00 p.m., Monday through Friday, on normal Government workdays. All delivery/contract personnel must then proceed to the x-ray security post located at the 1600 east corridor (adjacent to the loading dock entrance) for processing. Delivery/contract personnel must possess a valid photographic identification card; be subject to magnetometer processing; sign a logbook and receive a DOl temporary identification badge. 
8.9 Project Inspection: The Contractor shall keep the Contracting Officer or COR/GR fully informed of contract operations and plans so that the COR/GR may arrange to be present at various times that work is being performed. 
8.10 Working Hours: Regular Contractor work hours are 7:00am -7:00pm, Monday through Friday, on normal Government workdays (i.e., excluding Government holidays). Work outside regular work days requires Contracting Officer or COTR approval. 
8.11 Building Access:   Contractor should provide the COR/GR with the names and phone numbers for all individuals requiring access to the building at least one week prior to the start of work.  DOI regulations for access must be observed at all times and no one may enter the building without proper authorization.  Security will issue temporary passes and each individual is required to wear and display his or her pass while on Interior Complex property.
