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CAPABILITY STATEMENT
Reliant Security, LLC specializes in large, mission-critical facility contract security officer work. As of June 1, 2006, accounts serviced in this category include Port of Seattle Terminals 18, 25, 28, 30, 46 and 66. Port Facility security is regulated under the Marine Transportation Security Act of 2002 and supporting regulations in 33 CFR Parts 101 and 105. Government oversight is conducted by the US Coast Guard (Department of Homeland Security.) We also work with the Department of Customs and Border Protection (Department of Homeland Security) and first responders including Port of Seattle Police and Seattle Fire Department. Security work performed includes access control, including identification credential checking and vehicle screening. In addition, vehicular patrols are conducted. When required by Customs and Border Protection, vessel gangway watches are staffed, with the responsibility to restrict or stop access to landing in the US by foreign nationals.
Terminals 18, 25, 28 and 46 are containerized cargo facilities receiving from nine ships per month to twenty-six container ships of various sizes per month. Security officer billable labor hours range from 1,733-4,333 per month per terminal. Facility sizes range from 44-196 acres per terminal, with each terminal having buildings within it ranging from totals of 10,000-70,000 square feet.
Terminals 30 and 66 are primarily dedicated to cruise ships bound for Alaska and intermediate ports. Over ninety security officers work in access control, traffic direction, explosive detection K-9 stores screening and passenger and baggage screening. Officers perform over 38,000 billable hours of service per cruise season, during which over 199 vessels embark and disembark approximately 816,000 passengers. On any given cruise day at Terminal 30 there are present two $850,000,000 cruise ships, 775 shore staff personnel (including security personnel,) 2100 ship’s crew and 6,000 passengers. Equipment utilized in passenger and baggage screening is identical to that used in TSA screening checkpoints in US airports. Our K-9 teams were sourced and trained at Auburn University’s intensive 10-week Canine Detection Training Center at Fort McClellan, Alabama. 
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
