Capabilities and Qualifications:

The Oklahoma Association of Community Action Agencies (OKACAA), founded in 1966, is a multifaceted private nonprofit organization, dedicated to serving its members’ interest. The Association is governed by the Executive Directors of 18 Community Action Agencies in Oklahoma.  OKACAA serves as a vehicle for policy development and analysis, advocacy, professional development training and information. 

OKACAA employs six full time staff members who work collaboratively on all aspects of grant administration. Combined experience of over 50 years of working in federal and state grant administration enables the staff to quickly and professionally provide quality technical assistance and training to its member agencies and other organizations. 

The Association administers an agency budget of approximately $750,000 in resources. These funds are comprised of dues and training conference registrations, and federal, state and privately funded grants. Grants administered include: Head Start State Collaboration Office, Office of Community Services Capacity Building Program, Homebuyer Education, and the Oklahoma Asset Development Project. OKACAA contracts the accounting functions to the Community Action Agency of Oklahoma City, and is audited annually by an independent auditor in compliance with all applicable OMB circulars and federal and state laws.  

OKACAA has a long history of providing education on topics such as housing, child care, transportation, early childhood education, health, homelessness, Head Start, micro-enterprise development and community self-sufficiency programs at local, state, regional and national training events.  OKACAA annually conducts at least six conferences.  All training is provided by qualified professional trainers, and OKACAA coordinates all training with various funding sources and partner organizations.  

Staff serve on a variety of state boards, task forces and committees to advocate for the poor and to keep the public informed of public concerns. In doing so, they are integrated into key networks benefiting their clients.
