BodyBilt chair technology was developed through National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA) research.  Utilizing a 10-point posture control system, BodyBilt chairs allow each user to attain a healthy, natural posture in a variety of situations through the use of multiple adjustments.

BodyBilt chairs are modular, thereby offering an array of ergonomic adjustments on every model.  The modular components of each chair include the backrest, seat structure and armrests, and allow a custom fit for each individual, no matter what shape or size.  ErgoGenesis, LLC manufactures chairs designed for task workers, (Task Seating), managers and executives (Management and Executive Seating), larger workers (Big & Tall Seating), and multi-shift, or intensive-use applications.  The product line provides an extensive selection of styles and options to the customer.

BodyBilt chairs require minimal assembly when received by the customer and are delivered with an interactive CD-ROM that provides each customer with ergonomics information, information on how to manage seated aches and pains, and information on how to adjust the chair.  The average delivery time for a BodyBilt chair is two weeks.
