The Dept of the Interior is issuing this RFQ to solicit your company for the purpose of entering into a Purchase Order to procure a photographic interpretive panel for the Main Interior Building’s rooftop terrace.  NBC will conduct this acquisition using Part 13 under the Federal Acquisition Regulation.  This requirement is for the National Business Center located at the Main Interior Building (Washington, DC).  Please submit your response in accordance with the following instructions.  The RFQ Due date (closing date) is on or before 5:00 pm Eastern Time, Thursday, May 7, 2009.  Submission shall be by emailing documents to lauren_c_kunze@nbc.gov or by courier to Lauren Kunze, US Dept of the Interior, 1849 C St NW, MS-1223, Washington, DC 20240.  Email submission is preferred. 

In accordance with FAR 19.502-2(a), this RFQ is 100% set-aside for SMALL BUSINESS.  The intended primary NAICS code is 541922 or 541430, with the Size Standard of $7.0M and the Product Service Code is: T001.  However, offerors may propose a different code they believe may apply, which will be taken into consideration by the DOI.  Due to the requirement encompassing multiple components (photography, graphic design, panel manufacturing and installation), this will potentially require teaming arrangements and subcontracting opportunities.  To be eligible, 51% or more of the proposed work must be performed by a small business.
The Government is aware of two companies which provide porcelain-enameled panels of a quality meeting the requirements of the SOW.  Offerors are advised to subcontract/team with these companies, or a company providing similar quality panels, to meet the SOW requirements:

Please email lauren_c_kunze@nbc.gov with your intent to attend and the names of people attending.  Please keep attendants to key personnel only, as space may be limited. The site-visit will be on Thursday, April 23, 2009 at 2:00 pm Eastern.
Offerors are required to submit both a technical quote and a separate price quote to Government officials for the purposes of assuring that the prospective Contractor is fully cognizant of the scope of this contract and has the capability to complete the Statement of Work (SOW) requirements.

Please be advised that the Government reserves the right to transmit those questions and answers of a common interest to all prospective Offerors.
SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS

Your offer MUST cite your tax identification number (TIN) and Dun & Bradstreet Number (DUNS), North American Industrial Classification System (NAICS) and Standard Product Code.  Please ensure that your firm is CCR Certified (http://www.ccr.gov) and has completed the Online Representations and Certifications (https://orca.bpn.gov).

ASSUMPTIONS, CONDITIONS, OR EXCEPTIONS
Offerors must submit, under separate cover, all (if any) assumptions, conditions, or exceptions with any of the terms and conditions of this solicitation including the SOW.  If not noted in this section of your quote, it will be assumed that the Offeror proposes no assumptions for award, and agrees to comply with all of the terms and conditions as set forth herein.  

TECHNICAL QUOTE (Volume 1)

Offerors shall provide a technical quote that includes the following general areas: 

A.  Technical, 
B.  Corporate Experience, and

B.  Past Performance

Technical Capability
· Discussion of the background, objectives, and work requirements of the statement of work as analyzed by the Offeror,

· Discussion of proposed methods and products for completing the requirement, to include development of a conceptual design and layout, execution of conceptual direction and recommendation of an appropriate size & style panel(s).  The research and development of original graphics, including sketches, artwork, photographs and maps should also be included in the proposal.
· Discussion which supports how each task will be evaluated for full performance and acceptability of work from the Offeror's viewpoint,   

· Discussion of any anticipated major difficulties and problem areas, along with potential recommended approaches for their resolution, and

· Submission of the Project Plan (work & deliverable schedule)

· Proposals must also include the labor, supervision and technical support needed for the fabrication and installation for Exhibit Quality, Porcelain Enameled Interpretive Panel(s).

Corporate Experience
· Discussion of experience in working with corporate clients and government agencies in developing, producing and installing similar projects.
· Evidence that the organization has current capabilities; and for assuring performance of this requirement.  Evidence of supporting subcontractors, consultants and business partners will be considered.

Past Performance
· The Offeror shall identify three (3) contracts/task orders with the Federal Government and/or commercial customers that demonstrate recent and relevant past performance.  Recent is defined as within the last three years.  Relevant is defined as work similar in complexity and magnitude of the work described in this Statement of Work. 

Include the following information:

· Project title

· Description of the project

· Contract number and, if applicable, task order number

· Contract amount and type of contract

· Government Agency/Organization

· COTR’s name and email address

· Contracting Officer’s name and email address

· Current status, e.g., completed and/or if in progress, start and estimated completion dates

The Government may also consider information obtained through other sources.  Past performance information will be utilized to determine the quality of the contractor’s past performance as it relates to the probability of success of the required effort.

PRICING QUOTE (Volume 2)

Your price quote shall be a separate attachment from your technical quote.  The Government anticipates that Offerors will submit pricing quotations in the form of a Firm Fixed Price quote. Pricing structures representing standard commercial or best practice may be considered, but must be clearly marked.  Shipping of any deliverable(s) should be quoted as FOB Destination
Price quotes shall include the following:

1)  Labor categories, fixed hourly labor rate(s) and a total labor price quote to provide the services required.  Fixed rates shall include all costs and fees, including overhead and profits, and shall identify any reduction in the rates offered.  

2)  A price quote amount for supplies and materials. 

3)  All other costs and the reductions or rebates offered.

EVALUATION

Contract award shall be made following evaluation of the submitted quote. The Government's objective is to obtain the highest technical quality considered necessary to achieve the project objectives, with a realistic and reasonable cost.  

Factor 1 (Technical – 50%):   Photographic representation of the view from the MIB roof must capture the panorama in a large format utilizing high dynamic range imaging technology.  Photographer selected for the project must clearly demonstrate a solid understanding of this process.   Images must be highly detailed and suitable for the production of 3’ to 5’ prints for the one of two selected roof panels.  Offerors must demonstrate a clear understanding of the tasks to be performed, including statement of the problem, scope, and purpose of the requirement in the Offeror’s own words.  The technical proposal must demonstrate the technical capabilities to meet the requirements of the SOW, and provide deliverables.   

Sub Factor 1.a (Artistic Style and Ability): The Offeror shall provide a portfolio or other samples of not less than five past works that will clearly represent the individual style, talent and ability of the artist in performing activities of this nature.  This involves utilizing graphic design and photographic expertise to creatively develop the interpretive panel(s).  

Factor 2 (Corporate/Government Experience – 20%):  Must have experience in working with corporate clients as well as government agencies in developing, producing and installing similar projects.   Information should include a brief history of the Offeror that describes the types of services it provides and other industries in which it is active.  Of particular interest to the Government is the Offeror’s experience and resources in similar tasks on a national scale

Factor 3 (Past Performance – 30%):  The Offeror shall provide information in producing similar interpretive panels, detailed within the SOW.   This includes name, telephone number, and email addresses of a point of contact for a minimum of three (3) similar clients. The Government will conduct a performance risk assessment based upon the quality of the Offeror’s past performance as it relates to the probability of accomplishment. When assessing performance risk, the Government will focus its inquiry on the past performance of the Offeror as it relates to the contractor’s record of standards of good technique, contract schedules and commitment to customer satisfaction.


The technical factors when combined are more important than Price. In the event quotes are evaluated as technically equal in quality, price will become a major consideration in selecting the successful Offeror
