Statement of Work

Background
The Office of Hearings and Appeals (OHA) computer server system for headquarters and 12 field offices is housed in a space on the fourth floor of the Arlington VA headquarters office.  The server space is temperature controlled separately from the rest of the OHA Headquarters office space.  The computer equipment requires a continuous temperature level of approximately 68 degrees Fahrenheit be maintained to avoid damage to the servers.  
The servers support all OHA operations and are vital to the continued communications and operations within OHA and DOI, and our communications with the public.
For the past several years we have had problems with the current air conditioning units and have spent several thousands of dollars on repairs and maintenance to keep the units operating.  Several times one or the other unit has stopped working and the temperature has risen into the danger level.  These instances could have resulted in many more thousands of dollars in damage to our computer/server system.

Scope of Work
Replace the current air conditioning units with new Liebert type systems sufficient to provide improved continuous air conditioning to fourth floor server room at a level of at least 68 degrees Fahrenheit.  Fully install the unit with all necessary equipment and supplies.  Ensure operation of newly installed system, evacuating, and charging unit as required by the manufacturer.
Place of Performance
The work is to be performed at the Office of Hearings and Appeals, 801 N Quincy Street, Suite 400, Arlington, VA 22203.
Task

The Vendor will provide material and labor to replace and install a completely new cooling system for the server room.  This will include a new Liebert Challenger type system, providing there is space to accommodate the unit.  This unit must include reheat, steam humidification and as many other added options to create a significantly improved conditioned area for IT equipment on the fourth floor of the building.  This includes indoor console unit and condensing unit with all material necessary for proper installation and operation.  Installation of any needed dryers, evacuate and charge unit to factory specifications, as required.  Unit must have at least one year service warranty with labor and parts replacement coverage and any other applicable manufacturer’s warranties.  The vendor is responsible for removal and disposal of one existing wall mounted terminal system.  Time is of the essence and work must be completed within 20 business days of the start date.  

Period of Performance
Time is of the essence.  The vendor will order the units within two business days of ratification of the contract and work will commence with preparation for installation within one to two weeks in advance of delivery of unit.  The vendor is responsible for obtaining all supplies and materials to complete the installation within the scheduled time frame.  Work must be performed Monday through Friday between the hours of 8:00am and 5:00pm
Travel
No travel should be required to complete this work.  The government will not pay any travel related expenses for the completion of this work.
