BACKGROUND   
The Sydney Yates auditorium carpet is in very worn condition and requires replacement. Various historic, safety experts and other officials from GSA, and DOI have determined the look, material and manufacturer detailed in this Scope of Work.  An “Axminster” carpet has been selected for its look and suitability, and Bloomsburg carpet (as the only U.S. manufacturer) is the most appropriate choice for the Sydney Yates auditorium. 
I.        AUDITORIUM CARPET SPECIFICATIONS:

A. Provide labor, materials, and supervision necessary to properly remove existing carpet and all associated debris from the MIB Auditorium and install approximately 1000 sq. yards of new carpet and padding per the following specifications.

II.        WORK REQUIREMENTS:

A.
An updated carpet layout plan will be provided upon initial walk-thru of the MIB auditorium. 
B.
Remove all carpet in the auditorium using factory-trained and approved personnel and dispose of properly.  
C.
Install new “Bloomsburg” carpet, following the manufacturer’s recommended handling and installation procedures. 
D. 
Important:  Carpet must be installed by November 6, 2009. 

III.
QUALITY ASSURANCE (INSTALLER):

A.
Carpet installation company shall have successfully completed not less than five (5) projects of similar scope and size, and should be able to provide references of other similar projects completed.

B.        Company must have a minimum of ten (10) years experience in the historic auditorium seating and refinishing industry.  
D.
Company must utilize licensed installers with a minimum of five (5) years experience in the installation of similar “Bloomsburg” carpet. 

F.
Bidders should inspect the carpet sample and make a physical inspection of the MIB Auditorium prior to preparing an offer to make an accurate assessment of the level of work required.

G.
Assure that the contractor(s) bid properly reflects the exact amount of carpet, pad and other installation materials required and shown in the carpet layout plan.  
IV.
WARRANTY:

A.
Manufacturer’s warranty to cover the materials and workmanship for a minimum period of two years from the date of final acceptance.  The installer’s warranty to cover the installation of carpet, and padding for a minimum of two years from installation.
V.
SUBMITTALS:
A.
A list of not less than three projects of similar scope and size with references.

B.
MSDS (Material Safety Data Sheets) and product specifications carpet padding and any additional materials to be used in the installation. 

VI.
REMOVAL AND DELIVERY:

A.
All work to be completed (removed, restored and reinstalled) between. Date of award til Nov 6, 2009, date for installing is Oct 12-18 2009 or Nov 1-6 2009.  The Auditorium will not be available on these dates in October 3, 6,10,17,24, and 26.Due to this schedule for completion, any carpet company that does not feel that they can meet this timeframe, should not bid for the job.  
B.
Company should take care in the removal of all existing carpeting, pad and related materials as to know damage the building of any other surfaces. All removed carpet, padding and materials to be recycled and documentation provided.  
B.
All work to be coordinated with the COR, to insure that the schedule of work of other trades, or work being done within the auditorium goes smoothly.  
C.
Prior to the start date, the names or those who will be working in the building should be submitted to the COR for after-hours access.   If vehicle parking is required, the names of all drivers and their vehicle information should be submitted prior to the start date.  This information should be submitted to the COR at least three days prior to the work start date. 

D. 
Work Hours:  All work will be performed during and/or after normal office hours and/or weekends as long as it does not impact egress, and create noise, smells or other disturbances. Work being done should be coordinated with the COR in the Division of Facilities Management Services, National Business Center.

VIII.    PRODUCT HANDLING: 
A.        
Protection of Adjacent Areas:  Company should insure that there is no damage to adjacent surfaces of building structure (walls, doors, columns, etc).  Necessary floor coverings and other protection may be required to properly protect surface areas of the building during removal and reinstallation.  Any damaged caused during the removal is the responsibility of the Carpet Company.  All loose items (nails, tack strips, padding debris) related to the carpet removal should be carefully collected and disposed of. 

B. Storage and Handling:  All carpet should be staged in the area to allow for preconditioning and off-gasing for 24 hours prior to installation.  
XIV.
INSTALLATION
A. New carpet should be installed according to the manufacturer’s specifications for a “TredMor” 2580 80 ounce premium double stick pad installation.  
B. Carpet pad, and carpet should be glued down using water-soluble, low VOC adhesive that allows for maximum adhesion, and is in accordance with manufacturers specifications. Consult Bloomsburg and TredMor for specific information on approved installation methods to be used. 
C. Carpet pad and carpet thickness should not exceed the maximum height requirements to comply with ABA accessibility standards. 
D. All transition areas from wood flooring to carpet should use ADA compliant, Gradus brand bronze nap trim, model BCT18 or comparable quality alternative.  Transition strip should be approved by the COTR prior to installation. 
E. 
Field verify the dimensions and amount of padding, carpet and floor trim required prior to 
fabrication of all carpet to be installed within the area.  

F.
Carpet to extend from wall to wall, or wall to column to cover the black stone edging currently 
exposed in the auditorium carpet.  A carpet layout plan will be provided by the COTR upon the 
initial walk-thru. 
X.  
 INCIDENTAL DAMAGES: 
A.
Contractor is responsible for any damage caused to the building or U.S. Dept. of the Interior property during the delivery and installation of the above items or work performed. Any incidental damages caused by the contractor shall be repaired or replaced at the Contractors expense.  Prime contractors shall be responsible for damage caused by their Subcontractors.  Prior to performing any work the contractor should make note of any existing conditions that could be construed as incidental damage and report it to the COR in writing.

B.
All debris and trash shall be removed from the building by the contractor after each workday and disposed of properly at the Contractors expense.
