BACKGROUND   
As part of a restoration project in the Sidney Yates auditorium that includes seat refinishing, new carpet and blinds, the herringbone oak wood flooring requires refinishing. 
I.        WORK REQUIREMENTS:
A. 
Refinish wood floors according to the following Scope of Work.

B. 
Important:  Wood floor refinishing must be no later than September 18, 2009

C. 
Work includes three areas (main area, stage and balcony).  Company should submit separate costs breakdowns for refinishing each of these areas and DOI reserves to the right to execute all or part of the three areas. 

II.
QUALITY ASSURANCE (REFINISHER):

A.
Floor refinishing company shall have successfully completed not less than five (5) projects of similar scope and size, and (if required by DOI) should be able to provide references of other similar projects completed.

B.        Company must have a minimum of ten (10) years experience in the historic floor refinishing for government or commercial offices.
C.
Company must utilize licensed floor refinishers with a minimum of five (5) years experience in similar flooring work. 

D.
Bidders should make a physical inspection of the MIB Auditorium prior to preparing an offer to make an accurate assessment of the level of work required.

III.
WARRANTY:

A.
Refinisher should warranty the materials and workmanship for a minimum period of two years from the date of final acceptance.  

IV.
SUBMITTALS:
 A.
MSDS (Material Safety Data Sheets) and product specifications for any refinishing products used. 

B. 
Stain and finish sample/s showing the color, look and finish of floors (to be approved by COR prior to start of work).

V.
SCHEDULE:

A.
All work to be completed by September 18, 2009.  Due to this schedule for completion, any carpet company, that does not feel that they can meet this timeframe, should not bid for the job.  
B.
Company should take care as to not damage the building of any other surfaces while working in the Main Interior Building (MIB). 
C.
All work to be coordinated with the COR, to insure that the schedule of work of other trades, or work being done within the auditorium goes smoothly.  
D.
Prior to the start date, the names or those who will be working in the building should be submitted to the COR for after-hours access.   If vehicle parking is required, the names of all drivers and their vehicle information should be submitted prior to the start date.  This information should be submitted to the COR at least three days prior to the work start date. 

E. 
Work Hours:  All work will be performed during and/or after normal office hours and/or weekends as long as it does not impact egress, and create noise, smells or other disturbances. Work being done should be coordinated with the COR in the Division of Facilities Management Services, National Business Center.
VII.    PREPARATION:

A. Protection of Adjacent Areas:  Company should insure that there is no damage to adjacent surfaces of building structure (walls, doors, columns, etc).  Necessary floor coverings and other protection may be required to properly protect surface areas of the building during the floor refinishing work.   Any damaged caused during the refinishing work is the responsibility of the Floor refinishing company.  
VIII.
REFINISHING: 
A. 
Refinisher should use care when sanding or applying finish around any bell shaped return air domes or floor mounted elements within the proposed area. 

B.
Refinisher should protect marble floor borders from damage during sanding and other floor refinishing operations.  

C. 
Sand floor only enough to remove stains, indentations and old finish but not to exceed 1/16 inch depth.  Use hand sanders at edges of floor and final sanding with 00 grade.  
D.
Staining:  Apply stain to wood floor to obtain a finish to match the original fumed oak floor color.  Staining materials should be low VOC, and all Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) provided to the COR prior to start date
E. 
Finishing: Apply two coats of oil based floor sealer in accordance with manufacturers printed instructions, including machine buffing with steel wool as recommended by the manufacturer.  Finish coating should closely match the original look of the herringbone oak floor. 
VIIII.   INCIDENTAL DAMAGES: 
A.
Contractor is responsible for any damage caused to the building or U.S. Dept. of the Interior property during the delivery and installation of the above items or work performed. Any incidental damages caused by the contractor shall be repaired or replaced at the Contractors expense.  Prime contractors shall be responsible for damage caused by their Subcontractors.  Prior to performing any work the contractor should make note of any existing conditions that could be construed as incidental damage and report it to the COR in writing.

B.
All debris and trash shall be removed from the building by the contractor after each workday and disposed of properly at the Contractors expense. 

C. 
Contractor should cover all existing paneling, doors, and/or windows with plastic before 
sanding.  Adjacent areas should also be properly sealed off to prevent dust migration to the 
adjoining rooms, or corridor. 
D. 
Dust emission controls must be in use and effective at all times during work hours.
